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Terms and Conditions for Registration

Sports Academies, Gyms, and Padel Courts in the Alhaddaf App

Article One: Definitions

"Alhaddaf App": is an electronic platform that allows sports academies,
gyms, and padel courts to register and display their services to the
general public, as well as helping the general public to join them
smartly, while providing various other sports services that achieve
sports growth and integration. It is the first in the world and is
registered as a patent in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, the Emirates,
and Egypt, as well as 21 other countries.

"Sports Academy/Facility": includes sports academies, sports clubs,
and padel courts that register in the application.

"User": is the person who makes a reservation or subscribes to the
services provided by the academies through the application.

"Commission": the percentage deducted from the subscription value,
which amounts to 10% in favor of the Alhaddaf App.

Article Two: Registration in the Application

1- Only sports academies, gyms, and padel courts are
entitled to register in the application via the official link
(alhaddaf.app).

2- The academy or sports facility must provide the required
data, which includes:

o Name of the academy or facility.
o Available dates.

o.Approved-prices.
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o Official logo.
o Illustrative images of the site.
o Mobile number.
o Email.

o Notes if any through the sector.

3- Registration is completely free, and no subscription or
annual renewal fees are imposed

4- .The registrant acknowledges that all data and
information provided is correct and accurate, and bears
full responsibility for any incorrect information.

Article Three: Reservation and Commission System

1- The Al-Hadaf application allows users to book and subscribe to

the services of sports academies, sports clubs, and padel courts
through the application.

A 10% commission is deducted from the value of the subscription
booked through the application

After deducting the commission, the amounts due to the
academy or sports facility are transferred periodically on a
weekly basis.

.The application is responsible for providing the data of
registered users of sports academies and facilities in an accurate
and organized manner.
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Article Four: Obligations of Sports Academies and Facilities

1- Commitment to providing services as stated in the
registration  data  without compromising quality or
deadlines.

.Ensuring the validity and accuracy of the information
published on the application, with regular updates.

Not imposing any additional fees on users through the
application other than the agreed and announced amount.
.Providing a safe and appropriate environment for users
within the academy or sports facility.

Adherence to all applicable laws and regulations in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

Article Five: Rights of the Al-Hadaf Application

1- The Al-Hadaf Application management has the right to suspend

or cancel the registration of any academy or sports facility in the
event of non-compliance with the terms and conditions.

.The application reserves the right to update or amend these
terms as required by the public interest, with notification to
registrants.

.The application reserves the right to use the data provided for
marketing and promotional purposes, while maintaining the
confidentiality of the information.
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Article Six: Confidentiality of Information and Privacy

1- The Al-Hadaf application is committed to maintaining the
confidentiality of the information of sports academies and
facilities and not sharing it with third parties without
express consent.

.User data is used only within the framework of providing
services and delivering information to registered
academies.

Article Seven: Disputes and Applicable Law

1- This agreement is subject to the laws and regulations of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

2- .In the event of a dispute, it shall be resolved amicably between
the two parties, and if this is not possible, recourse shall be made
to the competent judicial authorities in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia.

Article Eight: Acceptance of Terms and Conditions

1- Once registered in the Al-Hadaf application, the academy or
sports facility acknowledges its acceptance and full commitment
to these terms and conditions.

In the event of non-acceptance of any of the aforementioned
terms, the registration process cannot be completed or the
application services cannot be used.

Acceptance and Registration The registration of the academy or sports
facility in the Al-Hadaf application is considered an official approval of
all the above-mentioned terms and is binding on both parties.
